Introduction

FEES – being the key organization in Europe for promoting ergonomics-human factors– believes the FP7 provides a unique opportunity to participate in the recently launched FP7 program topics and to include ergonomics-human factors within the different high-level themes.

Objectives

Quality of life of people by rationalizing the efficiency of economic and socio-economic systems is the main concern of ergonomics. 

· Appropriate design or re-design of occupational and socio-economic systems will contribute to protect the human integrity and dignity: sustaining employment, reduce unemployment (absenteeism and turn-over because of diseases, injuries and permanent disability) and adapt re-employment / rehabilitation (reduction of compensation costs for permanent disability).  

· In addition, a contribution to the development new materials, products and production systems may enhance the competitiveness of enterprises (large, small and medium-sized).

To achieve these, a series of problems still has to be solved in the future. This will require evidence-based research, feasible and reliable problem solving solutions and implementation in daily life.  

To meet these objectives,  the 7th Framework Program may be able to provide  opportunities to implement the required interventions. This particular interactive and practical Workshop will help to find introductions to and pathways through the program, procedures and regulations and will address other concerns raised by the participants. These may include:

- tracing the research topics/ideas within the FP7 program priorities and facilities 

- understanding the practical administrative, organizational and financial modalities 

- implementing practical guidelines into the completion of submission forms

- establishing between participants some project-partnerships in a EU-network 

- helping FEES-members in this matter.

- The first day is reserved for 

a) global vision on the FP7 program (DG Research – Coordination and Horizontal issues, Directorate L: Science, Economy and Society, by the Head of Unit: Dr. D. Corpakis) and the practical information about types of cooperation, the priority items and other possibilities (Experts from IWT a Belgian National Contact Point: Dr. A. Deleener and Ir. L. De Ridder)

b) Presentation by the EUTF-experts about specific concerns of human factors-ergonomics and a general discussion how the topics may fit in the FP7.

- The second day is reserved for practical work on specific guidelines, documents and

   form-topics as on developing partnerships and networking contacts. Explanations and

   advises from the NCP-experts will be available during the day.

· Registration fee = 150 Euro for members of the National Ergonomics Societies, affiliated to FEES (*) and  200 for non-FEES members

· The maximum number of participants is limited to 120. Priority is fixed by date of fee-payment.

· The fee includes workshop materials and lunches and evening dinner on March 12.

· Cancellations before March 1 will be refunded for 50%. No refunds after March 1, 2007.
