Genomics and Proteomics applied to Human Health

6-9 September 2007, Kiev - Ukraine


INTAS and the Information Centre on Ukraine-EU S&T Co-operation (Info-Centre) are jointly organising a workshop, hosted by the National Technical University of Ukraine, which will take place on 6-9 September 2007 in Kiev. 

This event is linked to the INTAS Thematic Call on “Genomics and Proteomics applied to Human Health” launched on 3 May 2005. Through this call, ten project proposals were selected and have received financial support from INTAS.

The workshop will include four thematic sessions:

· The role of genetic factors in various diseases;

· The progress in molecular biology technologies;

· The genes and proteins in malignancy and carcinogenesis;

· The genetics of infectious diseases.

Besides serving as a mid-term review meeting for these projects, the workshop will give participants the opportunity to learn about recent projects funded in the frame of the INTAS Open Calls 2003 & 2005 which are closely related to the workshop’s scope. Part of this meeting will also serve as a brokerage event allowing European and Eastern European and Central Asian (EECA) scientific communities’ representatives to meet and exchange views and experiences. 

Part of the workshop will be dedicated to the discussion of future prospects for scientific cooperation foreseen in the Seventh Framework Program (FP7) and in other Programmes that support international scientific cooperation with EECA.
The workshop is open to scientists from the INTAS member states and EECA countries, including representatives of public and private research institutions, of various agencies and programs involved in European East-West scientific co-operation as well as industry.

Participation in the workshop is free of charge. INTAS will offer attendance grants to a limited number of participants from the INTAS member states and EECA countries.
